Due to the large number of applications and limited openings, applicants may be asked to submit a recent video clip to demonstrate their playing ability. APPLICATIONS ARE DUE July 31. Music and detailed information will be e-mailed in early August.

Auditors do not need to fill out the application and may pay at the door. 

Light snacks and water will be available, but participants should bring their own sack lunch. Dinner is provided.

At 7:30 p.m., a recital will be given at First Evangelical Church, Vancouver, WA, featuring all Seminar participants, staff, and our seminar guest in selected solo plus small and large ensemble performances.  
The Participation Fee is $125.  This includes evening meal, “Reed Tips Clinic” with Brent Hages; Seminar T-shirt; accompanist (if needed); and minor repairs by our Seminar repair technician, Mark Chudnow (schedule permitting), or Pablo Izquierdo.
Auditor Fee is $40.  Auditors will attend the afternoon focus session and evening concert/reception. Auditors may pay in cash or by check at the door.
